The students presented the most important places in Poland, the legends and most known Poles. The headmistress of the Polish school- Mrs. Małgorzata Stryjniak welcomed the guests as well.
- Project work ( 3rd- 6th Nov.2009 ) :

· Each partner school presented its country, region and town/ city, culture by using laptop, multimedia and Power Point Presentations;  
· Discussion over the future project plans, deadlines and distribution of the project tasks. ; 
they were decided as follows:
· E-twinning registration should be done by every of participants to make the communication be easier – November (Anna)
· Comenius corners/ the display area should be prepared in each partner school to let the students and local community know what is the project about, and who are the partner schools – as soon as possible

· Logos of the project should be designed by the students. The school competition should be organized in each country in order to chose the best one. One logo from each partner school should be sent to Dimitris /Greece - February, who is to organize the ‘Eurovision-like’ voting space for all the students participating in the project .Each school cannot vote for their own logo.
· Calendar photos should be taken and sent to Hatice/Turkey (1st December till 6th December).The form of the calendar is to be prepared by Miriam and Gepke before that deadline.
· School websites should be designed till next meeting (the end of March) and  hyperlink it to the joint website of the project hosted in Denmark ( Anna )
· 1st questionnaires (50 students) will be designed and distributed via emails by Barbara / Poland - December/January

· Students’ portfolio – as soon as possible (at e-twinning portal)

· Lefkada meeting – 10th April

· New Caledonia meeting  - August/September
